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Biography of Imam Ahmad bin Shu’aib Nasa’i

Ahmad bin Shu’aib Nasa’i (215 – 303 AH; c. 829 – 915 CE) was a noted collector of hadith and compiler of hadith collections. He was born in the year 215 A.H in the city of Nasa, situated in Turkmenistan known at that time as Khurusan. Thus he primarily attended the gatherings and circles of knowledge (known as halqas') in his town. When he was 20 years old, he started traveling and made his first journey to Qutaibah. He covered the whole Arabian Peninsula seeking knowledge from the Ulama and Muhadditheen of Iraq, Kufa, Hijaz, Syria and Egypt. Finally he decided to stay in Egypt.

Some of his teachers are: Ishaq Ibn Rahwayh, Imam Abu Dawud Sijistani (author of Sunan Abu Dawud), Qutaibah ibn Saeed 

After the Imam had decided to stay in Egypt he started to lecture, mostly narrating Ahadeeth to the extent that he became known by the title Hafizul Hadith.

Many people would attend his gatherings and many scholars became his students, including: Imam Abul Qasim Tabarani, Imam AbuBakr Ahmed ibn Sunni, Sheikh Ali (son of Imam Tahawi).

Muqallid or Mujtahid

The truth is that he was a Mujtahid more inclined towards the Hanbali Fiqh but many a time would differ from the Hanbali scholars.

Children: Imam had four wives but the historians only mention one son whose name is Abdul Kareem, one of the narrators of the Sunan of his father.

Death


Nasa'i compiled a large number of Ahadeeth in favor of Ali Ibn Abi Talib and shaped them into a book known as "Khasais Ali" or "Khasais Kubra". When Kharijites came to know about this, they asked Al-Nasa'i to also compile the Ahadeeth in favor of Muawiyah I. Nasa'i rejected their will by saying that there is no Ahadeeth or saying of Prophet Muhammad in favor of Muawiyah I. The Kharijites then beat Al-Nasa'i till he died. A well-known Sunni scholar of Pakistan, Ghulam Rasool Saeedi also recorded this event in his famous book of Tazkiratul Mohaddiseen.

How the Quran revealed?
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[1]     Narrated Aisha and Ibn Abbas: The Messenger of Allah (pbuh) stayed for ten years in Makkah with the Quran being revealed to him and he stayed in Madinah for ten years.'  
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[2]   Narrated Abu Huraira: The Messenger of Allah (pbuh) said, "There was no prophet among the prophets but was given miracles because of which people had belief, but what I was given was the Revealation which Allah revealed to me. So I hope that my followers will be more on the day of Resurrection." 
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[3]   Narrated Ibn Abbas: "The Messenger of Allah (pbuh) used to bear the revelation with great trouble."    
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[4]   Narrated Aishah: Harith bin Hisham asked the Messenger of Allah (pbuh), "O Messenger of Allah! How is the revealation revealed to you?" Allah's Messenger replied, "Sometimes it is (revealed) like the ringing of a bell, and then this state passes off after I have grasped what is revealed. This form of Inspiration is the hardest of all. Sometimes the angel comes in the form of a man and talks to me and I grasp whatever he says."   
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[5]   Narrated Ubada bin Samit: Whenever Allah's Messenger (pbuh) received revelation; he felt its rigour and the complexion of his face changed. One day revelation descended upon him, he felt the same rigour. When it was over and he felt relief, he said: Take from me. Verily Allah has ordained a way for them: (When) a married man (commits adultery) with a married woman, and an unmarried male with an unmarried woman, then in case of married (persons) there is (a punishment) of one hundred lashes and then stoning (to death). And in case of unmarried persons, (the punishment) is one hundred lashes and exile for one year. 
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[6]  Narrated Safwan bin Yala, from his father that he said: "I wished that I could see the Messenger of Allah (pbuh) when Revelation was coming down to him. While we were in Jiranah and the Prophet was in a tent, Revelation was coming down to him and Umar gestured to me to come. So I put my head into the tent. A man had come to him who had entered Ihram wearing and said: 'O Messenger of Allah, what do you say concerning a man who entered Ihram wearing a Jubbah?' Then (because of this question) the Revelation came. The Prophet started to breath deeply, and when it was over he said: 'Where is the man who asked me just now?' The man was brought to him, and he said: 'As for the Jubbah, take it off, and as for the perfume, wash it off.'

[7]   Narrated Safwan bin Yala that his father said: "I wished that I could see the Messenger of Allah (pbuh) when Revelation was coming down to him. While we were in Jiranah a man came to the Messenger of Allah (pbuh) wearing a Jubbah, and having applied Khauq (to his beard and head). He said: 'I have entered Ihram for Umrah and I am at this. What shall I do?  The Revelation came upon on Prophet so he was covered with a garment. Umar called me and lifted the edge of the garment and I saw him breathing deeply.’  
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[8]  Narrated Anas bin Malik: Allah, the Exalted and Glorious, sent revelation to Allah's Messenger (pbuh) just before his death in quick succession until he died, and the day when he died, he received the revelation profusely. 
  
On How many Babs the Quran revealed?
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[9]   Narrated Ibn Masud: Books were sent down in single bab while the Quran was sent down in sevens bab in seven dialects.  
  
In How many dialects the Quran revealed?
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[10]   Umar b. Khattab said: I heard Hisham b. Hakim reciting Surah Furqan in a style different from that in which I used to recite it, and in which Messenger of Allah (pbuh) had taught me to recite it. I was about to dispute with him (on this style) but I delayed till he had finished that (the recitation). Then I caught hold of his cloak and brought him to the Messenger of Allah (pbuh) and said: Messenger of Allah, I heard this man reciting Surah Furqan in a style different from the one in which you recited to me. Upon this the Messenger of Allah (pbuh) said: Recite. He then recited in the style in which I heard him recite it. The Messenger of Allah (pbuh) then said: Thus was it sent down. He then said to me, Recite. So I recited it, and he said: Thus was it sent down. The Quran was sent down in seven dialects. So recite what seems easy therefrom. 
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[11]   Ubayy b. Kab said: "I had no confusion in my mind from that time I embraced Islam, except when I recited a verse and another man recited it differently. I said: 'The Messenger of Allah (pbuh) taught me this.' And the other man said: 'The Messenger of Allah (pbuh) taught me too.' So I went to the Prophet (pbuh) and said: 'O Prophet of Allah, did you not teach me such and such a verse?' He said: 'Yes.' The other man said: 'Did you not teach me such and such a verse?' He said: 'Yes. Jibril and Mika'il, peace be upon them, came to me, and Jibril sat on my right and Mika'il on my left. Jibril, said: "Recite the Quran with one dialect.' Mika'il said: 'Increase for him’. I said, 'Increase for me.’ Jibril, said: "Recite the Quran with two dialects.' Mika'il said: 'Increase for him’. I said, 'Increase for me.’ Jibril, said: "Recite the Quran with three dialects.'  Mika'il said: 'Increase for him’. I said, 'Increase for me.’ Thus it reached seven dialects.  Mika'il said: 'Increase for him’.  Jibril, said: "Recite the Quran with seven dialects. Each of which is healing and sufficient."        
  
How the Quran revealed?
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[12]   Narrated Yusuf bin Mahk: While I was with Aishah, the mother of the Believers, an Iraqi man came and said, "O mother of the Believers! Show me (the copy of) your Quran," She said, "Why?" He said, "In order to compile and arrange the Quran according to it, for people recite it with its Suras not in proper order." Aishah said, "What does it matter which part of it you read first? The first thing that was revealed thereof was a Surah from Mufassal, and in it was mentioned Paradise and the Fire. When the people embraced Islam, the Verses regarding Halal and Haram were revealed. If the first thing to be revealed was: 'Do not drink alcoholic drinks.' people would have said, 'We will never leave alcoholic drinks,' and if there had been revealed, 'Do not commit fornication, 'they would have said, 'We will never give up fornication.' While I was a young girl of playing age, the following verse was revealed in Makkah to Muhammad: and the Hour will be more grievous and most bitter.' (54:46) Surah Baqarah (Chapter 2) and Surat Nisa (Chapter 4) were revealed while I was with him." Then Aisha took out the copy of the Quran for the man and dictated to him the verses of the Suras (in their proper order). 
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[13]    Narrated Anas bin Malik: Huzaifa bin Yaman came to Uthman at the time when the people of Levant (Sham) and the people of Iraq were waging war to conquer Armenia and Azerbaijan. Huzaifa was afraid of their (the people of Sham and Iraq) differences in the recitation of the Quran, so he said to Uthman, "O chief of the Believers! Save this nation before they differ about the Book (Quran) as Jews and the Christians did before." So Uthman sent a message to Hafsa saying, "Send us the manuscripts of the Quran so that we may compile the Quranic materials in perfect copies and return the manuscripts to you." Hafsa sent it to Uthman. Uthman then ordered Zaid bin Thabit, Abdullah bin Zubair, Said bin As and AbdurRahman bin Harith bin Hisham to rewrite the manuscripts in perfect copies.   Uthman said to
 the three Quraishi men, "In case you disagree with Zaid bin Thabit on any point in the Quran, then write it in the dialect of Quraish, the Quran was revealed in their dialect." They did so, and when they had written many copies, Uthman returned the original manuscripts to Hafsa. Uthman sent to every province one copy of what they had copied.   
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[14]   Narrated Ibn Abbas:  The Quran was sent down on the night of Qadr in the month of Ramadan; it was on the sky of the earth. Whenever Allah wished to make some of it known he sent it down. The period between start and finish was 20 years.   
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[15]   Narrated Ibn Abbas:  The Quran as a whole was sent down to the sky of the earth on the night of Qadr. Whenever (Allah) wished to make some of it known he sent it down.   
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[16]   Narrated Ibn Abbas:  The Quran was in the Baitul Ezzat in the sky of the earth. Jibril (Gabriel) used to recite it with tarteel to the prophet (pbuh). Sufian (narrator) said, “Five verses First.”  
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[17]   Narrated Abu Huraira: The Quran was presented to the Prophet (pbuh) once a year, but it was presented twice in the year he died. The Prophet used to stay in I'tikaf for ten days every year (in the month of Ramadan), but the Prophet (pbuh) stayed in I'tikaf for twenty days in the year he died. 
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[18]   Narrated Ibn Abbas: The Prophet (pbuh) was the most generous among the people, and he used to be more so in the month of Ramadan when Gabriel (Jibril) visited him, and Gabriel used to meet him on every night of Ramadan. He gave him lessons of the Quran, and when Gabriel met him, he used to be more generous than a fast wind.  
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[19]  Narrated Ibn Abbas: The Quran was presented to the Prophet (pbuh) once a year, but it was presented twice in the year he died.  
     
Writers of Wahy
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[20]   Narrated Zaid bin Thabit: Abu Bakr Siddiq sent for me when the people of Yamama had been killed. I went to him and found Umar sitting with him. Abu Bakr then said (to me), Umar has come to me and said: "Casualties were heavy among the reciters of the Quran (i.e. those who knew the Quran by heart) on the day of the Battle of Yamama, Therefore I suggest, you order that the Quran be collected." 
I said to Umar, "How can you do something which Allah's Messenger did not do?" Umar said, "By Allah, that is good. "Umar kept on urging me to accept his proposal till Allah opened my chest for it and I began to realize the good in the idea which Umar had realized." Then Abu Bakr said (to me). 'You are a wise young man and we do not have any suspicion about you, and you used to write the Inspiration for Allah's Messenger. So you should search for (the fragmentary scripts of) the Quran and collect it in one book)." Then I said to Abu Bakr, "How will you do something which Allah's Messenger did not do?" Abu Bakr replied, "By Allah, it is good." Abu Bakr kept on urging me to accept his idea until Allah opened my chest for what He had opened the chests of Abu Bakr and Umar. By Allah! If they had ordered me to shift one of the mountains, it would not have been heavier for me than this ordering me to collect the Quran. So I started looking for the Quran and collecting it from palmed stalks, thin white stones and from memory of men. 
  
Reciters of the Quran
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[21]   Narrated Masruq: bin Masud was mentioned before Abdullah bin Amr who said, "That is a man I still love, as I heard the Messenger of Allah (pbuh) saying “Learn the recitation of Quran from four: from Abdullah bin Masud and Salim, the freed slave of Abu Huzaifa; Shu’bah said: he started with these two persons; “and Muaz bin Jabal and Ubai bin Ka'b.” Shu’bah said: I dont know with whom he started.     
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[22]   Narrated Shaqiq bin Salama: Ibn Masud said: I recited before the Messenger of Allah (pbuh) more than seventy chapters of the Quran and the companions of the Messenger of Allah know that I have better understanding of the Book of Allah (than they do), and if I were to know that someone had better understanding than I, I would have gone to him. Shaqiq said: I sat in the company of the companions of the Messenger of Allah (pbuh) but I did not hear anyone having rejected that (that is, his recitation) or finding fault with it.  
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[23] Narrated Ubayy bin Ka'b: The Messenger of Allah (pbuh) said: I have been commanded to recite  Quran) to you. Ubayy bin Ka'b cried. Abul Alia said: I do not know whether in happiness or in fear.

Four Persons who put the entire Quran togather in the lifetime of the prophet (pbuh)
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[25]   Narrated Anas: Four persons put the entire Quran togather in the lifetime of the prophet (pbuh) - Muhammad bin Bashshar said, All of them were from Ansar -  Ubayy bin Ka'b, Muaz bin Jabal, Zaid (bin Thabit) and Abu Zaid. 
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[26]  Narrated Masruq: Abdullah bin Masud was mentioned before Abdullah bin Amr who said, "That is a man I still love, as I heard the Messenger of Allah (pbuh) saying “Learn the recitation of Quran from four: from Abdullah bin Masud, Salim, the freed slave of Abu Huzaifa, Muaz bin Jabal and Ubayy bin Ka'b.”     
  
In whose language the Quran revealed?
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[27]   Narrated Zaid bin Thabit: Abu Bakr Siddiq sent for me when the people of Yamama had been killed. I went to him and found Umar sitting with him. He said: "Casualties were heavy among the reciters of the Quran (i.e. those who knew the Quran by heart) on the day of the Battle of Yamama (part of a long hadith)  
  
Naming the Surahs
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[28]   Narrated Abu Mas'ud: The Prophet said, "If somebody recites the last two verses of Surat Baqara at night, it will be sufficient for him. 
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[29]   Narrated Abu Mas'ud: The Prophet said, "If somebody recites the last two verses of Surat Baqara at night, it will be sufficient for him.   
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[30]   Narrated Abu Mas'ud: The Prophet said, "If somebody recites the last two verses of Surat Baqara at night, it will be sufficient for him. 
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[31]   Narrated Aishah: The Messenger of Allah (pbuh) heard a person reciting the Quran at night. Upon this he said: May Allah show mercy to him; he has reminded me of such and such a verse which I had missed in such and such a surah     
  
Mentioning the Surahs

[32]  Narrated Ibn Abbas: “I said to Uthman, ‘What made you put Anfal which is one of the Mathani, next to Bara’ah [Tawbah], which is one of the Mi’een (medium-sized surahs)? Why did you not put the line Bismillahir Rahmanir Raheem in between them when you put it at the beginning of the rest of al-Sab’ al-Tiwaal [the long seven surahs]?” Uthman said: “The Messenger of Allah (pbuh) used to receive revelation of surahs with many verses. When they were revealed, he would call some of those who wrote for him and tell them, ‘Put these verses in the surah where such-and-such is mentioned.’ Anfal was one of the first soorahs to be revealed in Madinah, and Bara’ah (Tawbah) was one of the last parts of the Quran to be revealed. Its stories were similar to the stories mentioned in Anfal, so it was thought that it was part of it. The Messenger of Allah (pbuh) was taken [i.e., died] without explaining whether it was indeed part of it, so they were put next to one another, and the line Bismillahir Rahmanir Raheem was not written between them, and it [Tawbah] was put among the Sab’ al-Tiwaal [the seven long surahs].”    
  
To write down the Quran
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[33]   Narrated Abu Sa'eed Khudri:  The Messenger of Allah (pbuh) said: Do not take down anything from me, and he who took down anything from me except the Quran, he should efface that.  
  
The Opening of the Book
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[34]  Narrated Ubadah bin Samit: "The Messenger of Allah (pbuh) said: There is no Salat for one who does not recite Opening of the Book in it.”     
  
Merits of the Opening of the Book

[35]  Narrated Abu Saeed bin Mu'alla: While I was praying, Allah's Messenger passed me and called me, but I did not go to him until I had finished the prayer. Then I went to him, and he said, "What prevented you from coming to me? Didn't Allah say: "O you who believe! Answer the call of Allah and His Messenger when He calls you?" He then said, "I will inform you of the greatest Surah in the Quran before I leave (the mosque)." When Allah's Messenger got ready to leave (the mosque), I reminded him. He said, "It is: 'Praise be to Allah, the Lord of the worlds.' (i.e. Surah Fatiha), Sab'a Mathani (the seven repeatedly recited Verses)."     
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[36]      Narrated Anas: The Messenger of Allah (pbuh) said, "I will inform you of the greatest Surah in the Quran." Then he recited, "Praise be to Allah, the Lord of the worlds."        
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[37]   Narrated Abu Huraira, The Messenger of Allah (pbuh) said: If anyone observes prayer in which he does not recite Surah Fatihah, It is deficient, deficient, deficient and not complete. I said to Abu Huraira: At times I am behind the Imam. He said: Recite it inwardly, for he had heard the Messenger of Allah (pbuh) declare that Allah the Exalted had said: I have divided the prayer into two halves between Me and My servant, Half for Me and Half for My servant and My servant will receive what he asks. When the servant says: Praise be to Allah, the Lord of worlds, Allah the Most High says: My servant has praised Me. And when he says: The Most Compassionate, the Merciful, Allah the Most High says: My servant has lauded Me. And when he says: Master of the Day of Judgment, He remarks: My servant has glorified Me. [38]     Narrated Huraira, The Messenger of Allah (pbuh) said: If anyone observes prayer in which he does not recite Surah Fatihah, It is deficient, deficient, deficient and not complete. I said to Abu Huraira: At times I am behind the Imam. He lifted his head and said: This is a gate opened in heaven today which had never been opened before. Then when an angel descended through it, he said: This is an angel who came down to the earth who had-never come down before. He greeted and said: Rejoice in two lights given to you which have not been given to any prophet before you: Fatihat al-Kitab and the concluding verses of Surah Baqarah. You will never recite a letter from them for which you will not be given (a reward).   
  
Surah Baqarah
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[40]    Narrated Abu Huraira: Allah's Messenger (pbuh) said: Do not make your houses as graveyards. Satan runs away from the house in which Surah Baqarah is recited. 

[41]     Narrated Usaid bin Hudair that while he was reciting Surat Baqarah at night, and his horse was tied beside him, the horse was suddenly startled and troubled. When he stopped reciting, the horse became quiet, and when he started again, the horse was startled again. Then he stopped reciting and the horse became quiet too. He started reciting again and the horse was startled and troubled once again. Then he stopped reciting and his son, Yahya was beside the horse. He was afraid that the horse might trample on him. When he took the boy away and looked towards the sky, he could not see it. The next morning he informed the Prophet (pbuh) who said, "Recite, O Ibn Hudair! Recite, O Ibn Hudair!"

He said, `Let me teach you some words which Allah will give you benefit from.' I asked, `What are they?' He replied, `Whenever you go to bed, recite Ayat Al-Kursi, till you finish the whole verse. (If you do so), Allah will appoint a guard for you who will stay with you, and no Satan will come near you until morning.' So, I released him. In the morning, Allah's Messenger asked, `What did your prisoner do yesterday?' I replied, `O Allah's Messenger! He claimed that he would teach me some words by which Allah will grant me some benefit, so I let him go.' Allah's Messenger asked, `What are they?' I replied, `He said to me: Whenever you go to bed, recite Ayat al-Kursi from the beginning to the end, Allahu la ilaha illa Huwal-Hayyul-Qayyum. He further said to me: (If you do so), Allah will appoint a guard for you who will stay with you, and no Satan will come near you until morning.' (One of the narrators) then commented that they (the companions) were very keen to do good deeds. The Prophet said, `He spoke the truth, although he is a liar. Do you know whom you were talking to, these three nights, O Abu Hurairah!' Abu Hurayrah said, `No.' He said, `It was Satan.

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[106]  Narrated Abu Musa Ash'ari: The Prophet (pbuh) said, "The example of him (a believer) who recites the Quran is like that of a citron which tastes good and smells good. And he (a believer) who does not recite the Quran is like a date which is good in taste but has no smell. And the example of a dissolute wicked person who recites the Quran is like the Raihana (sweet basil) which smells good but
 tastes bitter. And the example of a dissolute wicked person who does not recite the Quran is like the Hanzala (colocynth) which tastes bitter and has no smell. "    
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[107]  Narrated Abu Musa Ash'ari: The Prophet (pbuh) said, "The example of him (a believer) who recites the Quran is like that of a citron which tastes good and smells good. And he (a believer) who does not recite the Quran is like a date which is good in taste but has no smell. And the example of a dissolute wicked person who recites the Quran is like the Raihana (sweet basil) which smells good but tastes bitter. Riya in reciting the Quran
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[108]  Sulaiman b. Yasar said: People dispersed from around Abu Huraira, and Natil, who was from the Syrians, said to him: O Shaikh, relate (to us) a tradition you have heard from the Messenger of Allah (pbuh). He said: Yes. I heard the Messenger of Allah (pbuh) say: The first of men (whose case) will be decided on the Day of Judgment will be a man who died as a martyr. He shall be brought (before the Judgment Seat). Allah will make him recount His blessings and he will recount them. (Then) Allah will say: What did you do (to requite these blessings)? He will say: I fought for Thee until I died as a martyr. Allah will say: You have told a lie. You fought that you might be called a" brave warrior". And you were called so. (Then) orders will be passed against him and he will be dragged with his face downward and cast into Hell.  Then will be brought forward a man who acquired knowledge and imparted it (to others) and recited the Quran. He will be brought and Allah will make him recount His blessings and he will recount them. Then will Allah ask: What did you do (to requite these blessings)? He will say: 
I acquired knowledge and disseminated it and recited the Qur'an seeking Thy pleasure. Allah will say: You have told a lie. You acquired knowledge so that you might be called" a scholar," and you recited the Qur'an so that it might be said:" He is a Qari" and such has been said. Then orders will be passed against him and he shall be dragged with his face downward and cast into the Fire. Then will be brought a man whom Allah had made abundantly rich and had granted every kind of wealth. He will be brought and Allah will make him recount His blessings and he will recount them. Allah will (then) ask: What have you done (to requite these blessings)? He will say: I spent money in every cause in which Thou wished that it should be spent. Allah will say: You are lying. You did (so) that it might be said about (You):" He is a generous fellow" and so it was said. Then will Allah pass orders and he will be dragged with his face downward and thrown into Hell.   
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[109]  Narrated Ibn Abbas:  The Prophet (pbuh) said, “He who says something about the Quran without knowledge shall make his place in hell."    
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[110]  Narrated Ibn Abbas:  The Prophet (pbuh) said, “He who says something about the Quran from his own opinion or without knowledge shall make his place in hell."    
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[111]  Narrated Ibn Masud: The Prophet (pbuh) said, “He who says something about the Quran from his own opinion does wrong."    
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[112]    Jabir reported that a person came to the Messenger of Allah (pbuh) at Jirana on his way back from Hunain, and there was in the clothes of Bilal some silver. The Messenger of Allah (pbuh) took a handful out of that and bestowed it upon the people. He said to him: O Muhammad, do justice. He (the Prophet) said: Woe be upon thee, who would do justice if I do not do justice, and you would be very unfortunate and a loser if I do not do justice. 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[113]    Jabir narrated, My eyes witnessed and my ears heard the Messenger of Allah (pbuh) at Jirana and there was in the clothes of Bilal some silver. The Messenger of Allah (pbuh) took a handful out of that and bestowed it upon the people. He said to him: O Messenger of Allah, do justice. He (the Prophet) said: Woe be upon thee, who would do justice if I do not do justice, and you would be very unfortunate and a loser if I do not do justice. Upon this Umar said: Permit me to kill this hypocrite. Upon this he said: People would say that I kill my companions. [114]    Narrated Abu Saeed Khudri: I heard Messenger of Allah (pbuh) saying, "There will appear some people among you whose prayer will make you look down upon yours, and whose fasting will make you look down upon yours, but they will recite the Quran which will not exceed their throats (they will not act on it) and they will go out of Islam as an arrow goes out through the game whereupon the archer would examine the arrowhead but see nothing, and look at the unfeathered arrow but see nothing, and look at the arrow feathers but see nothing, and finally he suspects to find something in the lower part of the arrow."

He said, "Every one of you talk to yor Lord privately in solat. So do not raise voice in quran recitation one over another.

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[118]    Narrated Abu Hurairah: I heard Messenger of Allah (pbuh) saying, "The Quran was reveled in seven dialects and meera in the Quran kufr.    
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[119]    Narrated Abdullah: I heard Messenger of Allah (pbuh) saying, "Those who were before you had disagreed over their scriptures.

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[120]    Narrated Ibn Amr: I saw two persons expressing their difference of opinoon on a Quranic verse. 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[125] Narrated Abdullah bin Ali bin Husain from his father from his grandfather: The Prophet (pbuh) said, "He is a miser who do not pray for me when I am mentioned before him'.       
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[126] Narrated Hasan bin Ali: (My grandfather) The Prophet (pbuh) taught me these sentences to recite in Witr prayer (the prayer after Isah with odd-numbered rakaat) : "Allahummah dini feeman hadait ............... ..................... ...........................' .       
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
